The Summer Horsemanship Program at 
Windkist is designed for children of all levels 
of riding ability and offers the finest in 
equestrian programs and training in a safe 
and relaxed environment. 
 
Hunt seat, balanced seat, dressage and 
western lessons are taught by licensed  
instructors who will be available every day for 
all riding levels.  Classes are limited in 
number of students to ensure that each rider 
receives individual attention.  All children are 
encouraged to progress at their own rate.  
Windkist lesson horses are well schooled 
and accustomed to being handled by 
children. 
 
Horseback riding is rewarding and 
memorable for children.  It develops strength, 
balance and a sense of pride.  Children aged 
six and up, beginner through advanced are 
welcome.  Join us for a week or more of 
friendly instruction and competition. 
 
Our Horsemanship Program includes: 
● Two hours of riding daily including flat 

work and jumping according to the rider’s 
ability 

● Complete grooming and care of the horse 
● Saddling and bridling 
● Tack cleaning 
● Show preparation and/or drill team 

performance depending on student ability 
 

Apparel, Etc. 
Students are required to have the following 
to ensure a safe and enjoyable riding 
experience: 
 

● Riding Helmet – All riders must wear a 
helmet.  If you do not own a helmet there 
are some available at the barn. 

● Riding pants or leggings – All riders must 
have full length pants or leggings for 
riding. 

● Tie shoes or boots – A boot or shoe with a 
low heel is a must for riding. 

● Lunch and beverage – Be sure that your 
lunch is clearly marked with your name.  
We have a refrigerator and a drink/snack 
machine.
